PROPOSED TRAFFIC CALMING MEASURES IN ELMBRIDGE ROAD (B2130), CRANLEIGH
NOTICE is hereby given that the Surrey County Council (“the County Council”), in exercise of their powers under Section 90(A) to (I) (inclusive) of the Highways Act 1980 (as amended) propose to introduce physical measures to improve safety and reduce vehicle speeds in Elmbridge Road (B2130), Cranleigh. The type of physical measures and their locations are as described immediately below:-

1.
TWO ABREAST SPEED CUSHIONS - approximately 90 metres south-west of the south-western kerb-line of Sycamore Road measured from the centre line of the speed cushions.
2.
TWO ABREAST SPEED CUSHIONS - approximately 13 metres north-east of the north-eastern kerb-line of Sycamore Road measured from the centre line of the speed cushions.
3.
FULL WIDTH FLAT TOP ROAD TABLE - approximately 0.6 metres west of the property boundary line between the properties known as “South View” and “Cremona” Elmbridge Road measured from the centre line of the said road table.
4.
TWO ABREAST SPEED CUSHIONS - approximately 0.6 metres west of the property boundary line between Nos. 22 and 23 Elmbridge Road measured from the centre line of the speed cushions.

5.
TWO ABREAST SPEED CUSHIONS - approximately 2.4 metres east of the property boundary line between Nos. 11 and 12 Elmbridge Road measured from the centre line of the speed cushions.

6.
TAPERED FLAT TOP EDGE ROAD TABLE – approximately 0.5 metres west of the property boundary line between Nos. 1 and 2 Elmbridge Cottages, Elmbridge Road measured form the centre line of the road table.

7.
TWO ABREAST SPEED CUSHIONS - approximately 11 metres south-west of the south-western kerb-line of Lashmere measured from the centre line of the speed cushions.
All the speed cushions will be 75 millimetres in height, flat topped and approximately 3.5 metres in length from edge to edge and 1.7 metres in width.
The tapered edge flat top road table will be 75 millimetres in height, 10.5 metres overall in length with a 7.5 metre flat top, and 7.2 metres in width with 1.5 metre main ramps at a 1:20 gradient and 0.225 metre side ramps at a 1:3 gradient.
The full width flat top road table will be 75 millimetres in height, 10.5 metres overall in length with a 7.5 metre flat top, and 7.6 metres in width with 1.5 metre main ramps at a 1:20 gradient.
