EASHING LANE (D93), EASHING, GUILDFORD ROAD (A283), MILFORD AND MILFORD INTERCHANGE JUNCTION ON THE A3 LONDON PORTSMOUTH TRUNK ROAD  
PROPOSED IMPOSITION OF A 40 MILE PER HOUR MAXIMUM SPEED LIMIT ON CERTAIN LENGTHS OF THE ABOVE-MENTIONED ROADS -
STATEMENT OF REASONS FOR PROPOSING
TO MAKE THE SPEED LIMIT ORDERS
Introduction and definitions
1.
It is proposed to increase the existing 30 to a 40 mile per hour speed limit on a length of the D93 Eashing Lane at Milford in the vicinity of its junction with the A283 Guildford Road. Further details of this proposal are given in Part I of this Statement of Reasons below.

2.
It is also proposed to impose a 40 mile per hour speed limit on a section of the A283 Guildford Road at Milford lying between the existing 40 mile per hour speed limit on that road in the vicinity of its junction with Eashing Lane (D93) and certain of the lengths of roads comprised within the Milford Interchange junction on the A3 London-Portsmouth Trunk Road and also on certain of the lengths of roads comprised within that Junction. Further details of these proposals are given in Part II of this Statement of Reasons below.
3.
It is also proposed to impose and/or re-impose a 30 mile per hour speed limit on a 10 metre length of Hurtmore Road (C23) at Godalming to take account of the provision of a system of street lighting in that road in the past. Further details are given in Part III of this Statement of Reasons.

(NOTE – In this Statement of Reasons the following expressions have the meanings given immediately below in respect of those meanings.

“Milford Junction Interchange” means the junction on the A3 London-Portsmouth Trunk Road (known as the “Milford By-Pass”) situated at the junction of the roads comprised within The Eastern Roundabout and The Western Roundabout and, additionally, The Unnamed Link Road.
“The Eastern Roundabout of the Milford Junction Interchange” means the roundabout situated at the junction of the A283 Guildford Road, the slip road leading to the A3 Milford By-Pass (forming part of the London-Portsmouth Trunk Road), the A3 Guildford-Godalming By-Pass/A3 Milford By-Pass Off Slip Road and the unnamed road classified as forming part of the “A283” and linking the eastern and western roundabouts comprised within the Milford Junction Interchange.

“The Western Roundabout of the Milford Junction Interchange” means the roundabout situated at the junction of the B3001 Elstead Road, the slip road leading from the A3 Milford By-Pass (forming part of the London-Portsmouth Trunk Road), the slip road leading to the A3 Milford By-Pass (forming part of the London-Portsmouth Trunk Road) and the unnamed road classified as forming part of the “A283” and linking the eastern and western roundabouts comprised within the Milford Junction Interchange.
“The Unnamed Link Road” means the unnamed road classified as forming part of the “A283” and linking the Eastern and the Western Roundabouts of the Milford Junction interchange.

4.
The STAR Area (Strategic Traffic Action in Rural Areas) within the Borough of Waverley includes all roads within the area bounded by the B3001 Milford-Elstead-Farnham Road to the north and north-east, the A3 London-Portsmouth Trunk Road to the south and south-west and the A287 Farnham-Haslemere Road to the west, south-west and south. Within this Area, all roads are subject to a maximum speed limit of either 30 or 40 miles per hour imposed either by a Speed Limit Order made in 1997 (as subsequently amended) or by a system of street lighting provided on certain lengths of the roads lying within that Area under the provisions of Sections 81(1) and 82(1)(a) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984. This Area is subsequently referred to as “The STAR Area” throughout this Statement of Reasons.
PART I

Proposed increase of the existing 30 mile per hour speed limit to a 40 mile per hour speed limit on a length of the D93 Eashing Lane at Milford
5.
In 1965 the then Minister for Transport imposed a 40 mile per hour speed limit on that length of the then A3 London-Portsmouth Trunk Road at Milford which extended from its junction with Chapel Lane to a point 280 yards south-west of its junction with Mousehill Lane, an approximate distance of 1,167 yards. Unfortunately, with the passage of time and the various re-organisations affecting the former Ministry of Transport since 1965 (in this case now forming part of the Department for Transport), the necessary transfer of paper files and anyone who would still be employed by the Department for Transport who was involved with the processing and making of this Order (The Trunk Roads (40 m.p.h. Speed Limit) (No. 14) Order 1965 (S.I. 1965/1144) (“the Order of 1965”)) such a long time ago, it is no longer possible to locate any documents in connection with the reasons for the imposition of this 40 mile per hour speed limit, other than a copy of the actual Order itself which imposes the actual speed limit. In 1965, Chapel Lane was a through road which linked the then A3 London-Portsmouth Trunk Road with the A3100 Portsmouth Road at Milford. It also had a junction with Eashing Lane and five cul-de-sacs, Chapel Close, Potters Close, Hurst Farm Close, George Road and Middleton Close. As far as can now be determined these roads were all street lit in 1965 (if not then, they are now), which automatically imposed or imposes a 30 mile per hour speed limit (and such a system of street lighting had done so since 1934 by virtue of the provisions of Section 1 of the Road Traffic Act 1934), except for the length of the then A3 London-Portsmouth Trunk Road referred to immediately above where, under the provisions of Section 11(1) of the Road Traffic Act 1962 (now Section 84(3) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984), it was provided that such a speed limit did NOT apply if there was an Order imposing a different speed limit (in this case, 40 miles per hour).
6.
However, on 23 December 1992 the then new Milford By-Pass on the A3 London-Portsmouth Trunk Road was opened to through traffic and the route of the former A3 London-Portsmouth Trunk Road through Milford was de-trunked and was re-classified as the “A283”, except for certain lengths of roads comprised within the Milford Interchange Junction on that Trunk Road. Legal advice previously received has indicated that, provided the Order of 1965 was correctly made at that time (and in the absence of any records it is presumed that it was so correctly made), then that Order remains in force, notwithstanding the subsequent changes that have affected that length of road resulting from the construction and opening of the new Milford By-Pass on the A3 London-Portsmouth Trunk Road. A further change that occurred at that time was that Chapel Lane was split into two sections so that it was no longer possible to travel directly from and to the A283 Guildford Road and the A3100 Portsmouth Road. This was achieved by building out the footway immediately to the south-east of its present junction with Eashing Lane. As a result of this change, Chapel Lane now ends at the south-eastern side of the footway build-out and Eashing Lane now continues in a south-westerly and then westerly direction to its junction with the A283 Guildford Road on the north-western side of the footway build-out.
7.
As indicated above, Chapel Lane has had a system of street lighting provided on its entire length for many years now and almost certainly prior to 23 December 1992. This automatically imposed a 30 mile per hour speed limit on the entire length of the road. However, a 40 mile per hour/de-restriction terminal speed limit sign has been erected at a point (now in Eashing Lane) in the vicinity of the sharp right-angled bend near its junction with the very short remining length of Chapel Lane and the boundary between the Boroughs of Guildford and Waverley (Parishes of Shackleford and Witley respectively). It is thought that this sign may have been erected when the 40 mile per hour speed limit was imposed on the then A3 London-Portsmouth Trunk Road in 1965 and when this part of Eashing Lane formed part of Chapel Lane as a warning to traffic to slow down before the junction of Chapel Lane with the then A3 London-Portsmouth Trunk Road. However, no Speed Limit Order can be found which has imposed a 40 mile per hour speed limit on this length of road. Consequently, due to the system of street lighting provided on this length of road, this has automatically imposed a 30 mile per hour speed limit on this very short length of Eashing Lane (formerly Chapel Lane). This is considered undesirable for the following reasons -


(a)
the Police require a minimum length of 600 metres to be able to enforce any speed limit so the length of Eashing Lane subject to a 30 mile per hour speed limit by virtue of the street lighting system provided thereon is effectively unenforceable as it is far too short (approximately 33 metres), even if the short length of the immediately adjacent length of Chapel Lane lying to the north-west of the footway build-out referred to above is taken into account in this calculation (approximately 10 metres);

(b)
it clearly does not reflect the current signing position on the ground where the existing 40/unrestricted terminal speed limit signs are placed at the point in Eashing Lane where it makes a right-angled turn prior to, or just after, its junction with the short length of Chapel Lane lying to the north-west of the footway build out (it is thought that this is the position that was signed in 1992, if not before); and

(c)
such a series of changes in maximum speed limits in such short lengths of Eashing Lane and Chapel Lane would be confusing to motorists and lead to inconsistency of speed limits in the area.
A 40 mile per hour speed limit (which was imposed in 1965) currently applies on a length of the A283 Guildford Road at Milford in the Borough of Waverley (which it is proposed to extend northwards to the Milford Interchange Junction on the A3 London-Portsmouth Trunk Road (see paragraphs 8 to 11 of this Statement of Reasons below). It is, therefore, now proposed to increase the existing 30 to a 40 mile per hour speed limit on the above-mentioned short length of Eashing Lane of approximately 33 metres for the reasons given in sub-paragraphs (a) to (c) inclusive above.

PART II

Proposed increase of the existing 30 to a 40 mile per hour speed limit on a length of the A283 Guildford Road at Milford and on certain lengths of roads comprised with the Milford Interchange Junction on the A3 London Portsmouth Trunk Road (Milford By-Pass)
8.
As indicated above in this Statement of Reasons, upon the construction and opening to through traffic of the new Milford By-Pass on the A3 London-Portsmouth Trunk Road, a system of street lighting (comprising a minimum of three lamp columns placed not more than 200 yards (183 metres) apart) was provided on all of the lengths of roads comprised within the Milford Interchange Junction on the A3 London-Portsmouth Road and also on that length of the A283 Guildford Road (which formerly formed part of the A3 London-Portsmouth Trunk Road) lying between its junction with the circulatory carriageway comprised in the eastern roundabout of the Milford Junction Interchange and its junction with Eashing Lane (formerly Chapel Lane). The provision of such a system of street lighting has had the effect of imposing a 30 mile per hour speed limit automatically through the operation of Sections 81(1) and 82(1)(a) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 on all of the lengths of roads affected by the provision of the system of street lighting, except for that length of the A283 Guildford Road (which formerly formed part of the A3 London-Portsmouth Trunk Road) where the Order of 1965 imposed a 40 mile per hour speed limit which automatically dis-applies the 30 mile per hour speed limit through the operation of Section 84(3) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984.
9.
However, since 1992 when the then new A3 Milford By-Pass on the A3 London Portsmouth Trunk Road was opened to traffic, all of the lengths of roads comprised within the Milford Interchange Junction, together with that length of the A283 Guildford Road (which formerly formed part of the A3 London-Portsmouth Trunk Road) lying between its junction with the circulatory carriageway comprised in the eastern roundabout of the Milford Junction Interchange and its junction with Eashing Lane (formerly Chapel Lane) have been signed as being subject to the national speed limit of 60 miles per hour for single carriageway roads. Legally, this would require the making of a De-restriction Order to dis-apply the effect of Section 84(3) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (i.e., the automatic imposition of a 30 mile per hour speed limit by virtue of the system of street lighting). As far as can be determined no such De-restriction Order was ever made. The result is that, legally, all the affected lengths of roads referred to immediately above are, in fact, subject to a 30 mile per hour speed limit albeit signed, incorrectly, as subject to the national speed limit of 60 miles per hour for single carriageway roads.
10.
As indicated above, in 1965 the then Minister for Transport imposed a 40 mile per hour speed limit on that length of the then A3 London-Portsmouth Trunk Road at Milford which extended from its junction with Chapel Lane to a point 280 yards south-west of its junction with Mousehill Lane, an approximate distance of 1,167 yards. Unfortunately, with the passage of time and the various re-organisations affecting the former Ministry of Transport since 1965 (in this case now forming part of the Department for Transport), the necessary transfer of paper files and anyone who would still be employed by the Department for Transport who was involved with the processing and making of this Order such a long time ago, it is no longer possible to locate any documents in connection with the reasons for the imposition of this 40 mile per hour speed limit, other than a copy of the actual Order itself which imposes the actual speed limit. As indicated above, although this length of road is street lit, the effect of the above-mentioned Order of 1965 is to dis-apply the “automatic” 30 mile per hour speed limit that would normally apply by virtue of the provisions of Section 84(3) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (formerly Section 11(1) of the Road Traffic Act, 1962).
11.
It is now proposed to extend the existing 40 mile per hour speed limit imposed by the Order of 1965 in the Milford area on what is now part of the A283 Guildford Road northwards to its junction with the circulatory carriageway comprised within the eastern roundabout of the Milford Junction Interchange. It is considered that this part of the A283 Guildford Road has very similar characteristics to that part of this road which is already subject to a 40 mile per hour speed limit and that, for consistency of speed limits in the area, it is considered that the existing 40 mile per hour speed limit should be extended northwards to its junction with the circulatory carriageway comprised within the eastern roundabout of the Milford Junction Interchange. Furthermore, speed surveys have been carried out on this part of the A283 Guildford Road and the results comply with Surrey County Council’s “Setting Local Speed Limits” Policy (attached to this Statement of Reasons as Appendix A) for a signed only speed limit of 40 miles per hour on this additional length of the A283 Guildford Road. Additionally, for safety reasons, it is considered inappropriate to highlight an increase in speed limit to national (i.e., 60 miles per hour) prior to vehicles approaching a roundabout, as vehicles may well be travelling at an unsuitable speed for the conditions of the roads in the vicinity of the roundabout.
12.
The Milford Interchange Junction itself comprises two separate roundabouts (the eastern roundabout and the western roundabout of the Milford Junction Interchange and, additionally the unnamed link road (which is also classified as forming part of the “A283”). The length of the unnamed link road is approximately 183 metres. The length of the carriageway comprised in the eastern roundabout of the Milford Junction interchange is approximately 120 metres and that of the western roundabout of the Milford Junction Interchange is also approximately 120 metres. Adding all these distances together makes a total distance of 423 metres. As indicated above in this Statement of Reasons (see sub-paragraph (a) of paragraph 7 above for further details), the Police currently require a minimum distance of 600 metres to be able to enforce any speed limit and if these roads and lengths of roads were left at 30 miles per hour (though signed as being subject to the national speed limit of 60 miles per hour for single carriageway roads they are actually subject to a 30 miles per hour speed limit  by virtue of the street lighting system provided as, as far as can be determined, no Speed Limit De-Restriction Order has been made to subject them to the national speed limit), the Police would not be able to carry out any enforcement (the same position would apply if these lengths of roads were to be de-restricted). Additionally, as indicated in sub-paragraph (c) of paragraph 7 of this Statement of Reasons, a 30 or 60 mile per hour speed limit would be confusing to motorists and lead to inconsistency of speed limits in the area. Therefore, it is now proposed to increase the speed limit from 30 to 40 miles per hour on the lengths of roads referred to immediately above in this paragraph to complement that proposed for the A283 Guildford Road. The main carriageway of the A3 London-Portsmouth Trunk Road (Milford By-Pass) remains the responsibility of the Secretary of State for Transport as do the slip roads leading from and to that Trunk Road from the eastern and western roundabouts comprised within the Milford Interchange Junction and any speed limit or any other traffic regulation[s] affecting those roads would have to be introduced by the said Secretary of State himself/herself.
Background details regarding the introduction of the 30 and 40 mile per hour speed limits introduced on certain roads and lengths of roads as a result of the Strategic Traffic Action in Rural Areas Scheme within an area of the Borough of Waverley
13.
In 1997, 30 or 40 mile per hour speed limits were introduced on all roads lying within The STAR Area, which resulted from a partnership between the County Council and the Countryside Commission at that time (1997). The reasons for the implementation of this Scheme were contained in a Statement of Reasons prepared at that time, which is attached hereto for information only as Appendix B.

14.
As indicated above in paragraph 4 of this Statement of Reasons, the boundary of the STAR Area to the south and south-west is the A3 London-Portsmouth Trunk Road, and the STAR Area also includes the entire length of the B3001 Milford-Elstead-Farnham Road. It is, therefore, intended to bring the length of The Unnamed Link Road and the entire length of the circulatory carriageway comprised within the western roundabout of the Milford Junction interchange that lie to the north-west of the A3 London-Portsmouth Trunk Road within the current Speed Limit Orders that enforce the STAR Area as a legal tidying up exercise, for consistency and for ease of future reference as these lengths of roads actually lie within the STAR Area. This will not result in any change to the proposed changes to the existing speed limits in the Milford area as referred to above and detailed in this Statement of Reasons.
15.
When the STAR Area Scheme was introduced in 1997 the whole of the B3001 Milford-Elstead-Farnham Road was included within that Area as it all lay to the north-west of the A3 London Portsmouth Trunk Road and entirely within the STAR Area. However, an error occurred regarding the positioning of the 40 mile per hour/national speed limit sign which should have been placed at its junction with the circulatory carriageway comprised within the western roundabout of the Milford Junction Interchange. However, they were incorrectly placed at a point approximately 130 metres south-west of its junction with the circulatory carriageway comprised in the western roundabout of the Milford Junction Interchange. It is considered that this may have done so that drivers would not have had notice of a change of speed limit sign right on the junction, though the actual reason is now lost in the mists of time. However, this means that legally the whole of the B3001 is already subject to a 40 mile per hour speed limit, so no further action needs to be taken. However, should the proposed imposition of a 40 mile per hour speed limit on certain roads and lengths of roads comprised within the Milford Junction interchange proceed, further consideration will be given to the erection of repeater signs in the vicinity of these roads and lengths of roads, particularly as the terminal speed limit signs referred to above would have to be removed if the imposition of the 40 mile per hour speed limit proceeds to be implemented.
PART III
Proposed imposition of a 30 mile per hour speed limit on a short length of the C23 Hurtmore Road at Godalming
16.
A system of street lighting (consisting of a minimum of three lamp columns placed not more than 200 yards (183 metres) apart) exists on that length of Hurtmore Road (C23) which extends from its junction with Charterhouse Road and Mark Way north-westwards to its junction with Priorsfield Road (D96) and then from that junction westwards to a point approximately 120 metres west thereof where the last lamp column (numbered and lettered “N30”) is situated. On the section of Hurtmore Road (C23) lying between its junction with Charterhouse Road (C23) and Mark Way (D5423) north-westwards to its junction with Priorsfield Road (D96) the position is dealt with in an accompanying separate Statement of Reasons, which immediately follows this Statement of Reasons. On that section of Hurtmore Road (C23) lying between its junction with Priorsfield Road (D96) and the lamp column numbered and lettered “N30” (situated at a point approximately 120 metres west of that junction) it is considered that, from what documentary evidence is now available the system of street lighting was provided either before 1 July 1957 or after 1 November 1982. This means that this system of street lighting automatically imposed a 30 mile per hour speed limit through the operation of Sections 81(1) and 82(1)(a) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (previously Sections 1 and 2 of the Road Traffic Act 1934). However, in 1955 the then County Council of the Administrative County of Surrey made The Surrey County Council (Built Up Areas) (No. 2) Order 1955 which had the effect of de-restricting that part of the above-mentioned section of Hurtmore Road which extended from its junction with Priorsfield Road westwards for a distance of 50 yards (46 metres). This had the effect of imposing the national speed limit of 60 miles per hour on this section of Hurtmore Road. It is not now known why the then County Council made this Order as this length of Hurtmore Road lay within the area of the then Borough of Godalming which was able to make such Orders under its own powers as it was the equivalent of an Urban District Council or why this action was taken. Additionally, it seems that, at some time in the past, a Speed Limit Order has been made to also impose a 30 mile per hour speed limit on the section of Hurtmore Road (C23) lying between a point 50 yards (46 metres) west of its junction with Priorsfield Road (D96) to the lamp column numbered and lettered “N30” (approximately 120 metres west of Priorsfield Road (D96)). However, no trace of this Order can now be found. As indicated above, this may be due to, prior to 1974, the then Borough of Godalming (the equivalent of an Urban District Council) was able to make such Orders for roads in its area, unfortunately the original copies of all these Orders were destroyed in a fire in the early to mid-1980’s, so the complete set was lost at that time. However, for whatever reason, a copy of an Order imposing any 30 mile per hour speed limit on that length of Hurtmore Road (c23) which extends from a point 50 yards (46 metres) west of its junction with Priorsfield Road (D96) to the lamp column numbered and lettered “N30” (approximately 120 metres west of Priorsfield Road (D96)). cannot now be traced.

17.
The section of Hurtmore Road (C23) lying between Priorsfield Road (D96) and the lamp column numbered and lettered “N30” has been signed as being subject to a 30 mile per hour speed limit for many years now. It is, therefore, intended to correct the position as follows –

(a) revoking the above-mentioned Order of 1955 in its entirety which will automatically apply a 30 mile per hour speed limit by virtue of the street lighting system on that length of Hurtmore Road (C23) which extends from its junction with Priorsfield Road (D96) westwards for a distance of 50 yards (46 metres); and

(b) revoking any Speed Limit Order on that length of Hurtmore Road (C23) which extends from a point 50 yards (46 metres) west of its junction with Priorsfield Road (C23) to the lamp column numbered and lettered “N30” (approximately 120 metres west of Priorsfield Road (D96)).
.
This will have the effect of confirming the current position where a 30 mile per hour speed limit is signed as being in force on that part of Hurtmore Road (C23) lying between its junction with Priorsfield Road (D96) westwards to the lamp column lettered and numbered “N30”. As indicated above this has been the position in this part of Hurtmore Road (C23) for many years now, though it is not now known when this position was first introduced or the reasons for so doing. This action is considered necessary as, following recent decisions in Court cases where this matter has been raised, the Court has ruled that, if there is a Speed Limit Order and an automatic imposition of a 30 mile per hour speed limit on the same length of road (through the street lighting system provided on it), it renders both speed limits illegal due to the conflicting signing requirements and, therefore, unenforceable by the Police. In such a case the speed limit that should take priority is that imposed by the street lighting system. Hence the necessity to revoke any existing Speed Limit Order that imposes a 30 mile per hour speed limit (or, indeed, any other speed limit including any De-Restriction Order which would have imposed the national speed limit of 60 miles per hour for single carriageway roads) on that length of Hurtmore Road (C23) which extends from its junction with Priorsfield Road (D96) to the lamp column numbered and lettered “N30” (situated at a point approximately 120 metres west of its junction with Priorsfield Road (D96)) so that the existing 30 mile per hour speed limit on the above-mentioned length of Hurtmore Road (C23) remains enforceable by the Police under the provisions of Sections 81(1) and 82(1)(a) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984. As indicated above, this will result in no change whatsoever in the existing position regarding the current 30 mile per hour maximum speed limit on this length of Hurtmore Road (C23), which, as far as can now be determined, has been signed as such for many years now.
18.
On the short section of Hurtmore Road (C23) that extends from the lamp column numbered and lettered “N30” to that point of the boundary between the Boroughs of Guildford and Godalming lying opposite the eastern building line of the residential part of the property known as “Kingsmead”, a distance of approximately 10 metres, there is some doubt if the existing signed 30 mile per hour speed limit is legally in force. The boundary performs a “dog-leg” at this point with half the width of the road in Waverley and the other half in Guildford. In 1974 local government re-organisation took place which resulted in the creation of the then new Borough of Waverley and a re-formed Borough of Guildford. At that time Agency Agreements were offered to all the then new Boroughs and Districts within the then new County of Surrey. Guildford Borough Council took up the offer of such an Agreement but Waverley Borough Council did not. This enabled Guildford Borough Council to process and make Traffic Regulation and Speed Limit Orders for all roads wholly within their area. As Waverley Borough Council did not take up these powers the County Council made all such Orders for all roads within that Borough.
19.
In 1997 Guildford Borough Council imposed a 30 mile per hour speed limit on that length of Hurtmore Road (C23) which extends from the lamp column lettered and numbered “N30” westwards and then south-westwards to a point 20 metres north-east of the junction with A3 Guildford and Godalming By-Pass southbound slip road. However, although under the terms of the then Agency Agreement (which was terminated in 2002 with the County Council taking back the powers to make Traffic Regulation and Speed Limit Orders to itself), Guildford Borough Council had the powers to make such Orders for all roads within its area, there is some doubt as to whether that would have extended to a road or length of road where the boundary between one Borough and another is situated in the middle of a road or length of road. Instead such an Order should have been made by the County Council itself (as highway/traffic authority for the whole area of the County covering both Boroughs), particularly where one Borough was exercising the former Agency Agreement powers and the other was not.
20.
In the case of Hurtmore Road (C23) the boundary between the Boroughs of Guildford and Waverley runs down the middle of the road from the lamp column lettered and numbered “N30” (at a point approximately 120 metres west of Priorsfield Road (D96)) westwards for a distance of 10 metres to a point opposite the eastern building line of the residential part of the property presently known as “Kingsmead”, Hurtmore Road (C23). For the avoidance of any doubt regarding the enforcement of the existing 30 mile per hour speed limit on this length of Hurtmore Road (C23) it is intended to revoke the existing 30 mile per hour speed limit imposed in 1997 by Guildford Borough Council (by the making of The Surrey County Council Various Roads in the Borough of Guildford (Restricted Roads) Order 1997) in that length of Hurtmore Road (C23) which extends from the lamp column numbered and lettered “N30” (at a point 120 metres west of Priorsfield Road (D96) westwards for a distance of 10 metres to a point opposite the eastern building line of the residential part of the property known as “Kingsmead” and to re-impose this 30 mile per hour speed limit by means of a Speed Limit Order made by the County Council. This will result in no change whatsoever to the existing signed 30 mile per hour speed limit on this length of Hurtmore Road (C23), it is merely a legal drafting amendment to ensure that there is no doubt whatsoever as to the validity of this particular speed limit.

APPENDIX B
THE STAR PROJECT

STATEMENT OF REASONS

The STAR Initiative is a national demonstration project which is being jointly developed by Surrey County Council and the Countryside Commission. The aim of the initiative is to reduce the negative impacts of traffic in rural areas and to maintain the quality of Surrey’s countryside to sustain numerous activities.

As part of this initiative two demonstration projects have been developed which comprise a comprehensive strategy to address problems of the areas concerned. One of the projects is located in the District of Mole Valley and a small part of the Borough of Reigate and Banstead and the other in the Borough of Waverley. The Mole Valley area is bounded by the A24 in the East, the A25 in the North, the A217 in the West and south to the County Boundary. The Waverley Area is bounded by the B3001 in the North and then south by the A3 and the A287. The areas are surrounded by major roads and within the areas there is a network a small minor rural roads. The minor roads are used by pedestrians, cyclists and equestrians and currently the speeds of traffic are inhibiting other road users’ activities. Many accidents occur in these areas and the cause of these is often associated with inappropriate speeding.

The strategy consists of introducing a blanket 40mph speed limit. In the village areas, the speed will be further reduced to 30 mph. In the future it may be proposed that, as one approaches the villages and within the villages themselves the speeds will be reduced to 20 mph with associated traffic calming measures.

Introducing the blanket 40mph speed limit and the 30 mph speed limits through the villages will reduce the speed of the motor vehicles to a level appropriate to the other activities taking place in the areas, thereby improving the safety for all road users and reducing the negative impacts of traffic in rural areas.
