PROPOSED IMPOSITION OR RE-IMPOSITION OF A 40 MPH SPEED LIMIT ON A LENGTH OF EASHING LANE (D94) AT EASHING AND MILFORD AND ON A LENGTH OF GUILDFORD ROAD (A283) AT MILFORD AND CERTAIN ROADS AND LENGTHS OF ROADS COMPRISED WITHIN THE MILFORD JUNCTION INTERCHANGE ON THE A3 LONDON-PORTSMOUTH TRUNK ROAD AND LEGAL DRAFTING AMENDMENTS REGARDING THE EXISTING 30 MPH SPEED LIMIT ON HURTMORE ROAD (C23), GODALMING
1. SURREY COUNTY COUNCIL ("THE COUNTY COUNCIL") PROPOSE TO MAKE -

(a)
The Surrey County Council (Various Roads in the Parish of Witley and in the Town of Godalming in the Borough of Waverley) (30 mph and 40 mph Speed Limits) Order 202- under Sections 81, 82, 83 and 84 of and Part IV of Schedule 9 to the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 ("the 1984 Act"), as amended by the Local Government Act 1985, the New Roads and Street Works Act 1991, the Road Traffic Act 1991, the Road Traffic (Temporary Restrictions) Act 1991, the Deregulation and Contracting Out Act 1994, and the Transport Act 2000 and of all other enabling powers;   and


(b)
The Surrey County Council ((Various Roads in Elstead Farnham Frensham Haslemere Peper Harow Thursley Tilford and Witley) (Revocation of Restricted Roads and 40 mph Speed Limit and Restricted Roads and 40 mph Speed Limit) Order 1997) (Amendment No. 11) Order 202-, under Sections 81, 82, 83 and 84 of and Part IV of Schedule 9 to the 1984 Act, amended as stated in sub-paragraph (a) above.

2.
The purpose and effect of the proposed Speed Limit Order referred to in sub-paragraph 1(a) above will be to -

(a)
impose and/or re-impose a 40mph maximum speed limit on that length of Eashing Lane (D94) which extends from the eastern kerb-line of Guildford Road (A283) eastwards for a distance of 33 metres -

(NOTE – Although the above-mentioned length of Eashing Lane (D94) is currently signed as being subject to a 40mph maximum speed limit, it is, in fact, subject to a 30mph speed limit by virtue of the street lighting system currently provided on that length of road as, as far as can now be determined, no Speed Limit Order has been made to subject that length of road to a 40 mph (or any other) maximum speed limit, neither has a De-restriction Order has been made to subject that length of road to the national speed limit of 60 mph for single carriageway roads);
(b)
increase the existing 30 mph to a 40 mph speed limit on that length of the A283 Guildford Road, Milford which extends from its junction with Eashing Lane (D94) northwards to its junction with the circulatory carriageway comprised in the eastern of the two roundabouts which form part of the Milford Junction Interchange on the A3 London-Portsmouth Trunk Road and on the entire length of the circulatory carriageway comprised in the aforesaid eastern roundabout comprised within the aforesaid Milford Junction Interchange, together with that length of the A283 Link Road which links the two roundabouts situated at the aforesaid Milford Junction Interchange which extends from a point immediately above the south-eastern edge of the main carriageway of that part of the A3 London-Portsmouth Trunk Road known as “Milford By-Pass” south-eastwards to its junction with the circulatory carriageway comprised within the aforesaid eastern of the two roundabouts forming part of the aforesaid Milford Junction Interchange -

(NOTE – Although the above-mentioned lengths of roads are all currently signed as being subject to the national speed limit of 60mph for single carriageway roads, they are, in fact, subject to a 30mph speed limit by virtue of the street lighting system currently provided on them, as, as far as can now be determined, no De-restriction Order has been made to subject them to the national speed limit of 60 mph for single carriageway roads);
(c)
impose and/or re-impose a 30mph maximum speed limit on that length of Hurtmore Road (C23), Hurtmore, Godalming which extends from the lamp column numbered and lettered “N30” (situated at a point approximately 120 metres west of its junction with Priorsfield Road (D96)) westwards for a distance of 10 metres to the boundary between the Boroughs of Waverley (Town of Godalming) and Guildford (Parishes of Compton and Shackleford) (at a point opposite the eastern building line of the residential part of the property known as “Kingsmead”, Hurtmore Road).

The purpose and effect of the proposed Speed Limit Order referred to in sub-paragraph 1(b) above will be to increase the existing 30 mph to a 40mph maximum speed limit on the entire length of the circulatory carriageway comprised within the western of the two roundabouts which forms part of the aforesaid Milford Junction Interchange, together with that length of the A283 Link Road which links the two roundabouts situated at the aforesaid Milford Junction Interchange which extends from a point immediately above the south-eastern edge of the main carriageway of that part of the A3 London-Portsmouth Trunk Road known as “Milford By-Pass” north-westwards to its junction with the circulatory carriageway comprised within the aforesaid western of the two roundabouts forming part of the aforesaid Milford Junction Interchange-
(NOTE – Although the above-mentioned lengths of roads are all currently signed as being subject to the national speed limit of 60mph for single carriageway roads, they are, in fact, subject to a 30mph speed limit by virtue of the street lighting system currently provided on them, as, as far as can now be determined, no De-restriction Order has been made to subject them to the national speed limit of 60 mph for single carriageway roads).

A legal drafting amendment will also be made regarding the existing 30 mph speed limit on that length of Hurtmore Road (C23), Godalming which extends from its junction with Mark Way (D5423) and Charterhouse Road (C23) north-westwards to its junction with Priorsfield Road (D96) and then from its junction with Priorsfield Road (D96) westwards to the lamp column numbered and lettered “N30” (situated at a point approximately 120 metres west of its junction with Priorsfield Road (D96)) which will not affect that 30 mph speed limit in any way whatsoever.

No speed limit proposed to be imposed by the Speed Limit Orders referred to in paragraph 1 above shall apply to vehicles being used by special forces in accordance with the provisions of the Road Traffic Exemptions (Special Forces) (Variation and Amendment) Regulations 2011 (S.I. 2011/935).

Speed Limit) (No. 14) Order 1965 (S.I. 1965/1144), The Surrey Country Council (Various Roads in Elstead Farnham Frensham Haslemere Peper Harow Thursley Tilford and Witley) (Revocation of Restricted Roads and 40 mph Speed Limit and Restricted Roads and 40 mph Speed Limit) Order 1997 (and the Orders which have previously amended that Order),The London-Portsmouth Trunk Road (A3 Milford De-Trunking) Order 1990, The London-Portsmouth Trunk Road (A3 Milford De-Trunking) (No. 2) Order 1990 (and the plans that accompany those Orders), two Statements of the County Council's reasons for proposing to make the Speed Limit Orders and a Statement of the County Council’s Guidelines for the Acceptance of Objections to Traffic Regulation Orders may be inspected, free of charge -
