SURREY COUNTY COUNCIL - BOROUGH OF GUILDFORD
PROPOSED PROVISION OF WAITING restrictions APPLYING AT ANY TIME IN CERTAIN LENGTHS OF THE STREET (C20) AND SCHOOL LANE (D91), PUTTENHAM
1.
Surrey County Council (“the County Council”) propose to make The Surrey County Council School Lane (D91) and The Street (C20) Puttenham (Prohibition of Waiting) Order 202- under Sections 1(1), 2(1) to (3) and 4(2) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (“the 1984 Act”) and of all other enabling powers, the purpose and effect of which will be to -
(a)
prohibit the waiting by vehicles at any time of the day or night throughout the week in the lengths of the sides of the roads described in the Schedule to this Notice; and
(b)
provide that in the lengths of the sides of the roads described in sub-paragraph (a) above, the usual exemptions for loading and unloading vehicles, boarding and alighting from vehicles, using vehicles for works on or adjoining those lengths of sides of roads, the maintenance of those roads and the services in them and for disabled persons’ vehicles in accordance with the “Blue Badge” Scheme would apply.
2.
A copy of the proposed Order, together with two plans showing the lengths of sides of roads to which that Order relates, a Statement of the County Council’s reasons for proposing to make the Order and a Statement of the County Council’s Guidelines for the Acceptance of Objections to Traffic Regulation Orders may be inspected, free of charge -

at Ash Library, Ash Street, Ash (Near Aldershot), Surrey, GU12 6LF on Mondays between 2 p.m. and 5 p.m., on Tuesdays, Thursdays and Fridays between 10 a.m. and 1 p.m. and 2 p.m. and 5 p.m. and on Saturdays between 10 a.m. and 4 p.m.

The Street (C20), Puttenham -

(a)
the north side -


(i)
from the eastern kerb-line of School Lane eastwards for a distance of 10 metres; and


(ii)
from the western kerb-line of School Lane westwards for a distance of 8.4 metres; and
(b)
the south side, from the easternmost end of that part of the footway of The Street (C20) lying on the south side of The Street (C20) and fronting the properties numbered (and, where indicated, also known as) 69 (“The Burrow”), 73 (“Rivendell”), 77, 79, 93 (“Cherry Cottage”), 93A (“Flour Cottage”), 81, 83, 85, 87, 89, 91, 95, 97, 99, 101, 103, 105, 107, 109, 111 (“Rodean”) and 113 The Street, Puttenham, Guildford westwards for a distance of 16 metres.
School Lane, Puttenham -

(a)
the east side, from the northern kerb-line of The Street (C20), Puttenham northwards for a distance of 6 metres; and
(b)
the west side, from the northern kerb-line of The Street (C20), Puttenham northwards for a distance of 3 metres.
