A PROPOSED TRAFFIC REGULATION ORDER IN CONNECTION WITH THE IMPOSITION OF A PROHIBTION ON THE WAITING BY VEHICLES APPLYING AT ANY TIME IN CERTAIN LENGTHS OF THE C20 THE STREET AND D91 SCHOOL LANE IN THE PARISH OF PUTTENHAM IN THE BOROUGH OF GUILDFORD -
STATEMENT OF REASONS FOR PROPOSING TO MAKE THE ORDER
Proposed imposition of a prohibition on the waiting by vehicles applying at any time of the day or night throughout the week in certain lengths of Seale Lane (C20) and School Lane (D91) at Puttenham
It is proposed to implement a prohibition on the waiting by vehicles applying at any time of the day or night throughout the week on certain lengths of The Street (C20) and School Lane (D91) at Puttenham as part of a road safety scheme to improve pedestrian accessibility for children and families walking, cycling, or wheeling to Puttenham Infant School.
These waiting restrictions are proposed to be introduced to prevent vehicles parking and obstructing sightlines for motorists entering and exiting the junction of The Street (C20) with School Lane (D91). As indicated above, this proposal would also have the additional benefit of improving the accessibility and safety for pedestrians accessing Puttenham Infant School. It would also have the additional benefit of preventing vehicles from parking at any time in the immediate vicinity of The Street (C20)/School Lane (D91) junction, thereby obstructing sightlines for motorists entering or exiting the School Lane/The Street junction.
The above-mentioned proposals will be advertised in the local press (The Surrey Advertiser). County and Borough Councillors and the Borough Council itself and stakeholders will also be consulted. The Police will also be formally consulted, though they have already indicated that they would not formally object to the proposals.

Details of the proposals
It is, therefore, proposed to -
· Impose a prohibition on the waiting by vehicles applying at any time of the day or night throughout the week in that length of the east side of School Lane (D91) at Puttenham which extends for a distance of 6 metres north of the northern kerb-line of The Street (C20) and that length of the west side of School Lane (D91) which extends for a distance of 3 metres north of the northern kerb-line of The Street (C20).
· Impose a prohibition on the waiting by vehicles applying at any time of the day or night throughout the week in those lengths of the north side of The Street (C20) at Puttenham which extend eastwards for a distance of 10 metres from and westwards for a distance of 8.4 metres from, respectively, the eastern and western kerb-lines of School Lane (D91).
· Impose a prohibition on the waiting by vehicles applying at any time of the day or night throughout the week in that length of the south side of The Street (C20) which extends from the easternmost end of that part of the footway of The Street (C20) lying on the south side of that road and fronting the properties numbered (and, where indicated, also known as) 69 (“The Burrow”), 73 (“Rivendell”), 77, 79, 93 (“Cherry Cottage”), 93A (“Flour Cottage”), 81, 83, 85, 87, 89, 91, 95, 97, 99, 101, 103, 105, 107, 109, 111 (“Rodean”) and 113 The Street, Puttenham, Guildford westwards for a distance of 16 metres.
