PROPOSED REDUCTION OF THE EXISTING 30 MPH TO A 20 MPH SPEED LIMIT ON CERTAIN ROADS AND LENGTHS OF ROADS AT PUTTENHAM AND IMPOSITION OF A 20 MPH SPEED LIMIT ON LASCOMBE LANE (D85) AND A 30 MPH SPEED LIMIT ON A FURTHER LENGTH OF THE C20 SEALE LANE AT PUTTENHAM
1.
Surrey County Council (“the County Council”) propose to make The Surrey County Council Various Roads in the Parish of Puttenham in the Borough of Guildford (20 mph and 30 mph Speed Limits and Part Revocation and Amendment) Order 202- under Sections 81, 82, 83 and 84 of and Part IV of Schedule 9 to the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 ("the 1984 Act") (as amended) and of all other enabling powers, the purpose and effect of which will be to -


(a)
reduce the existing 30mph maximum speed limit imposed either by -



(i)
the street lighting system currently provided on; or



(ii)
The Surrey County Council Seale Lane (C20) Suffield Lane (C24) and Hook Lane (D93) in the Parish of Puttenham (30 mph Speed Limit and 40 mph Speed Limit) Order 2005 (“the Order of 2005”) in,


 
the roads and lengths of roads described in the Schedule to this Notice to a 20mph maximum speed limit; and
(b)
impose a maximum speed limit of 20 mph on the entire length of Lascombe Lane (D85), including the two vehicular turning areas situated at the south-western end of the road, an approximate distance of 495 metres; and


(c)
impose a maximum speed limit of 30 mph on that length of the C20 Seale Lane which extends from a point 126 metres west of the western kerb-line of Munday’s Boro westwards to the eastern highway boundary of Totford Lane (D85) (at the crossroads formed by the junction of that road with Puttenham Road (C20), Seale Lane (C20) and Totford Lane), an approximate distance of 1,435 metres; and
(d)
include an exemption in respect of vehicles being used by special forces in accordance with the provisions of the Road Traffic Exemptions (Special Forces) (Variation and Amendment) Regulations 2011 (S.I. 2011/935) from any speed limit proposed to be imposed by the proposed Speed Limit Order referred to in paragraph 1 above.

SCHEDULE

School Lane (D91) its entire length, a distance of approximately 133 metres.

Seale Lane (C20) that length which extends from its junction with Lascombe Lane (D85) and The Street (C20) westwards to a point 126 metres west of the western kerb-line of Munday’s Boro, a distance of approximately 430 metres.
Suffield Lane (C24), that length which extends from the southern kerb-line of The Street (C20) southwards and then south-eastwards for a distance of 562 metres.
The Street (C20), Puttenham its entire length which lies between its junction with Puttenham Hill (B3001) and Hook Lane (B3001) and its junction with Seale Lane (C20) and Lascombe Lane (D85), a distance of approximately 752 metres.
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
